What is  Overfis hing? Caus es , Effects , Facts , and S olutions  

 

Overfishing is the practice of catching more fish faster than they can replenish their 

population. The population remains in a constant state of decline until it is  entirely decim ated. 

Often paired w ith overfishing is another term, byca tch. This  refers to the fish that are caught 

up in nets meant for a specific breed. For example, dolphins, sea turtles, and other non-target 

fish are often hauled up in nets meant for pollock or anchoveta. Overfishing also includes 

“traw ling.” This refers to the practice of scraping the ocean floor, and scooping up everything 

w ithin reach within the chosen a rea. 

 

Unfortunately, in most countries, there is little to no regulation to control this practice. Most 

areas, especia lly in internationa l waters, have no oversight whatsoever. Ignorance of the 

issue, and its effects, are the main reasons that overfishing has gotten so out of control. Also 

contributing to the ease w ith which fishermen a re able to neglect any attem pts a t regulations 

is the fact that only 1.5%  of oceans are protected areas, and even then, these places are still 

available for fishermen. 

 

Today, researchers estimate that 85%  of the world’s fish resources are beyond their 

sustainable capacity. 

 

Bycatch 

As stated above, bycatch is the practice of catching, either accidentally or through neglect, 

non-target marine life in large nets. At this moment, there are thousands of m iles of nets set 

up in the oceans around the world. These nets do not distinguish between the fish they are 

m eant for and those they aren’t. This means when fishermen pull in the nets, other creatures 

are often tangled up within them . These animals are usually either tossed back into the ocean, 

sometimes still w rapped up in bits of net, or killed on the ship and thrown back into the water.

Misinformation is fa lse or m isleading information that is unwitting ly shared, while 

disinformation is deliberately created and distributed w ith an intent to deceive or harm. 

Together they range from  satire and parody, to dangerous conspiracy theories. Here are 10 

things you need to know about how  they affect children. 

 

1. Mis in form ation  and d is in fo rm ation  (m is /dis in form ation) on line is  a  pres s ing  pub lic 

is s ue.  

The rapid spread of m is/dis information online a ffects everyone online and offline. As active 

digita l users, m is/disinformation is very much a part of children’s lives. Mis/disinformation on 

socia l media spreads farther, faster, and deeper than truthful information. Hot-button and 

divisive issues, such as imm igration, gender politics and equality, and vaccination are 

common subjects. 

  

2. There can  be rea l-w o rld  consequences  o f m is /d is in form ation. 

Mis/dis information has been used to incite violence and crime targeted at ethnic m inorities – 

which has resulted in deaths and displacement of children, led to lower child COVID 

vaccination rates, undermined trust in journa lism  and science, and drowned out m arginalized 

voices. 

  

3. While m is /d is in fo rm ation is  o ften  s p read by peop le, a lgo rithm s  are a key part o f the

Algorithms drive personalized news feeds and curate search results, content, and friend 

recommendations by tracking user behaviour. Algorithms sometimes promote m isleading, 

sensationalist and conspiratoria l content over factual information and can be key vectors in 

amplifying the spread of m is/disinformation. 

  

4. Ch ildren are vu lnerab le to  the ris ks  o f m is /d is in form ation . 

Because of their evolving capacities, children cannot always distinguish between reliable and 

unreliable information. As a  result, not only can they be harmed by m is/disinformation, but 

m ay also spread it among their peers. Even very young children or those w ithout access to 

socia l m edia networks m ay be exposed to m is/disinformation through their interactions w ith 

peers, parents, caregivers and educators.
